DESCRIPTIONS:

One (1) scholarship of a minimum of $500.00 will be granted to one VAHA District 6 incoming college freshman or currently enrolled college student.

ELIGIBILITY:

Applicant must be a current member of VAHA District 6 and must be a graduating high school senior or currently enrolled in college when applying. A VAHA District 6 member may receive this scholarship only once and is ineligible to reapply.

REQUIREMENTS:

1. Four (4) letters of recommendation as follows:

    A. One from a horseman or horsewoman.

    B. One from an academic teacher or advisor.

    C. One from an adult member of VAHA District 6 (not a parent or guardian).

    D. One from en employer, clergy, etc.

2. High school transcript, final semester of current year. If currently enrolled in college, the entire    transcript for the most recent year.

3. Complete ACTIVITIES SUMMARY (see below).

4. One page letter stating your reasons for wanting a scholarship and your personal goals for            furthering your education.

5. Head and shoulders photograph of applicant, approximately 3x5 inches.

An applicant receiving a scholarship shall provide any other documentation as requested by the selection committee, which will consist off a minimum of three (3) adults. The scholarship will be presented at the September VAHA District 6 Horse Show. If the winner is not present, the scholarship will be mailed shortly thereafter.
